Attorney’s Report

Ms. Farris briefly discussed two proposed Articles for the Board to review and approved — Article X
(unprofessional conduct) and Article XXVI (teledentistry). A motion was made, seconded and passed
to approve both proposed Articles.

Report on Clinical Examination

Per Dr. Dwight Duckworth, SRTA has conducted two dental clinical examinations at the University of
Tennessee, totaling sixty candidates. A hygiene clinical examination was held on April 29, 2022 with
two more scheduled for May 6, 2022 and May 13, 2022. The SRTA annual meeting will be held in
Leesburg, Virginia on August 4-6, 2022. Lastly, SRTA continues to work with Promethian Dental
Systems on opening additional locations across the states to allow more candidates to take the exam
based on their availability.

Other Business

The Board revisited the request from Andrea Meszaros, RDH requesting that the Board allow the
administration of facial esthetics to fall within the scope of practice for a dental hygienist. After some
discussion, a motion was made, seconded and passed to deny her request.
