 The second and third most prevalent conditions were Intractable pain, which is 

pain that has not responded to ordinary medications, treatment or surgical 

measures for more than six (6) months (30.3%) and severe arthritis (11.6%), 

followed by peripheral neuropathy (5.5%) and ibromyalgia (4.8%).  

 The least prevalent medical conditions reported were amyotrophic lateral scle-

rosis (< 0.1%), Alzheimer’s disease (0.1%), and Tourette’s syndrome (0.1%).
